U.S. Capitol Hill Fly-In Underscores Bizav’s Value to House,
Senate Lawmakers

Business aviation professionals from across the United States gathered on
Capitol Hill, March 18, for a day-long series of meetings with congressional
lawmakers and staff to advance policies supporting the industry’s goal of
achieving net-zero carbon emissions by 2050 while strengthening American
energy independence and supporting rural economies.

The CLIMBING. FAST. Capitol Hill Fly-In, organized by NBAA, underscored the
industry’s essential role in supporting 1.3 million American jobs and nearly
$340 billion in economic output, while driving innovation in sustainable
technologies and clean fuels.

During the fly-in, advocates urged members of Congress and their staff to
advance key bipartisan legislation to scale sustainable aviation fuel (SAF)
production. These bills include the Securing America’s Fuels Act (H.R.
6518/S. 3759), which would restore the Section 45Z Clean Fuel Production
Credit for SAF to $1.75 per gallon and extend it through 2033, and the Farm
to Fly Act (H.R. 1719, S. 114), which would designate SAF as an advanced
biofuel eligible for U.S. Department of Agriculture support programs.

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Bizav Leaders Welcome Common-Sense Bill Promoting
Sustainable Fuel Investment

Leading business aviation voices have welcomed a bipartisan measure now
before the U.S. Senate that would restore the full value of the sustainable
aviation fuel (SAF) tax credit and extend the incentive for eight years.

The legislation, titled the Securing America’s Fuels Act (5.3759), would
return the “45Z Clean Fuel Production Credit” credit to $1.75 per gallon for
qualifying SAF producers, further helping to close the cost gap with
conventional jet fuel. The bill would also extend the credit through 2033, a
key step to scaling domestic SAF production.

“We’re encouraged to see bipartisan SAF legislation introduced in both the
House and Senate,” said Nancy Bsales, chief operating officer at aviation
sustainability solutions provider 4AIR and co-chair of NBAA’s Environmental
Committee. “The SAF Act represents an important opportunity for Congress
to recognize the value renewable fuel brings to U.S. competitiveness,
energy security and climate progress.”

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European Business Aviation Sector Responds to Misleading
Claims

The European business aviation sector, represented by EBAA together with
the Spanish Business Aviation Association, SPBAA, has responded to a recent
article published by elDiario.es under the title “The private jets of Spain’s
major companies and wealthy individuals polluted as much as one million
passengers”.

In a joint letter to the editorial team, the associations raised concern that
the article presents a misleading and incomplete view of the sector by
focusing narrowly on selected emissions figures, while overlooking the
wider role business aviation plays in Europe’s transport and mobility
ecosystem.

Business aviation supports connectivity, competitiveness, medical and
emergency flights, regional access, industrial activity and investment across
Europe. It also contributes to employment and innovation, while taking part
in the sector’s transition towards more sustainable aviation.

When an outbreak of the rare hantavirus struck the MV Hondius cruise ship
near Cape Verde, the global aeromedical community began a race against
time. With three suspected fatalities already linked to the vessel, the
mission required more than just a standard air transport — it demanded the
highest level of biocontainment expertise. The European Air Ambulance
(EAA) and Redstar Aviation utilized specialized Challenger 605 aircraft to
safely repatriate patients to Amsterdam under strict infectious disease
protocols. The specialized training and rapid-response capabilities of these
business aircraft operations are vital to international health security.
